Stephen Jennings: The Brookfield Years mill (along with others in Brookfield), but their dreams were not to be. On July 20, 1710, while they were raking hay in a nearby meadow, Stephen Jennings, his son Benjamin, and four other men were killed during a surprise attack by Indians. It is not known if the haymakers even had time to reach their weapons. A monument honoring these early farmer- pioneers and their sacrifice stands in the south comer of the Old Indian Cemetery on Cottage Street near the center of modem West Brookfield.
